e  Adescription of applicant instructional technology related accomplishments

e A persuasive argument outlining the strengths that the applicant would bring to the EDS program, peers,
and professors.

*Program Definition: Instructional technology is the theory and practice of the design, development, utilization,
management, and evaluation of the processes and resources for learning.
